6.3 Troubleshooting

•	 Check if the computer is in standby mode, move the mouse or press 
any button to wake up the computer.

Image position is incorrect. •	 For VGA input, press 2 or AUTO on the control panel to auto adjust the 
screen.

•	 For VGA input, adjust the “H. POSITION” and “V. POSITION” settings 
in “VIDEO ( ) > AUTO ADJUST” menu (refer to page 27).

The displayed texts are 
blurry.
